SPORT

English

Each class will start literacy group activities in the next few weeks. Students will work at a level using various texts
which are pitched at their current level of development. Students can have with them one book they are reading for
their own enjoyment for quiet reading sessions in class.

Mathematics

Differentiated lessons in all strands of the NSW Mathematics syllabus will be undertaken each week.



Homework

During Term One, homework will focus on reading every day. Please make sure your child has a home reader bag so
they can start borrowing as soon as possible. Don’t forget to send in the Home Reading Logbook after 10 days of
reading.

Library and Home Readers

Students need to bring their library bags and home reader bags to school from Week Two.
